  BITCHES – MP (6,1a) 1 Austin & Zolakova’s Hysteps My Irish Colleen, 

quality well presented 8 ½ month homebred b/w who certainly knows how 

to strut her stuff. In lovely bloom, she stood out for make and shape, loved 

her head, balanced, pleasing dark eye and expression, good neck, very 

good shoulder, good rear, well muscled thighs, well let down hocks, very 

good feet, very attentive to handler, moved with authority for such a 

youngster, lovely temperament. I understand she won BP in breed at 

Crufts. Now only a few points off her JW. One with a future; 2 Milham’s 

Elystari This Must Be Love, homebred b/w, 8 months, appealing shape, 

well presented, pleasing head, nice eye and expression, good reach of 

neck into good shoulder, very good temperament, moved soundly; 3 Bligh’s 

Borderbrook Princess Ray.

Presented in best of order in her best clothes covering such a fit, sound, 

well muscled body, good depth of chest, natural showgirl who sets herself 

up to show off her charms, beautiful head to handle, good skull, very good 

ears, good muzzle, lovely expressive dark eye mirroring intelligence, 

concentration and total femininity, well arched neck into good shoulder, 

good length of back, excellent rear construction, good bend of stifle, well 

muscled thighs, well let down hocks, movement spot on. Delightful. No 

hesitation awarding her the CC.

Homebred, I have done her 

well on the Continent and pleased to place her in this excellent class, most 

beautiful head, eye and expression, totally femininity, turned out in first 

class condition, full coat covering well constructed body, good depth of 

chest, strong in loin, strong hindquarters enabling good thrust from rear, 

lovely soft temperament.
